MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT  

EMPIRE COUNTY 
REGIONAL SHELTER / SPECIAL POPULATION SHELTER

This Memorandum of Agreement is entered into by and between the County of EMPIRE and the (INSERT CHAPTER) Chapter of the American Red Cross:


This agreement will be effective when it is determined that the Special Population Shelter component of a Red Cross General Population Shelter is required in EMPIRE County.
I.
Roles and Responsibilites
County of EMPIRE
EMPIRE County Health Department
EMPIRE County Health Department shall do the following:

1. Participate in the collaborative planning process which includes site review and selection, attendance at planning meetings, and participation in training and exercises.
2. Participate in Unified Command to determine appropriate number of regional shelters and the locations (event specific).

3. Provide assistance or personnel to perform physical set-up of shelter location.
4. Provide physician level medical coverage through an On-call system and rotating medical rounds schedule.

5. Provide overall medical direction and control for all personnel (including EMPIRE County Department of Health staff and medical volunteers (INSERT NAME OF MRC) assigned to the Special Population Shelter location.

6. Provide training for personnel who will coordinate or provide support at the Special Population Shelters.
7. Provide pharmaceutical and medical supplies for use at the shelter site.  Supplies may include, but are not limited to patient cots (including bariatric), nursing supplies (wound care kits, ostomy supplies, feeding supplies, over-the-counter medicines, prescription medicines).
8. Provide assistance as needed for Shelter administration including client/patient registration and triage

EMPIRE County Department of Emergency Services
EMPIRE County Department of Emergency Services shall do the following:

1. Participate in the collaborative planning process which includes site review and selection, attendance at planning meetings, and participation in training and exercises.

2. Participate in Unified Command to determine appropriate number of regional shelters and the locations (event specific).

3. Provide assistance (personnel, transportation, etc.) to perform physical set-up of shelter location as needed.
4. Provide necessary infrastructure and equipment to maintain communications between shelters and the Emergency Operations Center.

5. Provide training for personnel who will coordinate or provide support at the Special Population Shelters.

6. Ensure that sheltering is provided to the residents of EMPIRE County in an emergency.

(INSERT CHAPTER) Chapter, American Red Cross
The (INSERT CHAPTER) Chapter, American Red Cross shall do the following:

1. Participate in the collaborative planning process which includes site review and selection, attendance at planning meetings, and participation in training and exercises.

2. Participate in Unified Command to determine appropriate number of regional shelters and the locations (event specific).

3. Provide assistance or personnel to perform physical set-up of shelter location.

4. Provide training for personnel who will coordinate or provide support at the Special Population Shelters.

5. Provide assistance as needed for Shelter administration including client/patient registration and triage.
6. Manage regional shelter operations including all functions of mass care (feeding, sleeping, basic first aid for general shelter population.)

III.
Liability
1. EMPIRE County shall be liable for any and all claims, demands, expenses, liabilities, and losses (including reasonable attorney’s fees) as a result of incidents or damages to the facility which may arise out of any negligent act or negligent failure to act by EMPIRE County, its employees, agents, volunteers, or contractors, in connection with the performances of sheltering services provided by the County.

2. EMPIRE County will indemnify the owner of the facility for any injuries that occur on the premises as a result of negligent County use.  Property damage to the Facility shall be identified and reported to the appropriate County officials within thirty (30) days of the dispensing site closing.

3. The Facility owners shall be liable for any and all claims, demands, expenses, liabilities, and losses (including reasonable attorney’s fees) as a result of incidents or damages to the Facility which may arise out of any acts or failures to act by the Facility Owners, its employees, agents, or contractors, in connection with the performance of the services provided by the Facility outside the scope of this Agreement; and

4. Property damage not covered by any of the above conditions shall be the responsibility of the Facility.

IV.
Termination

This Agreement may be terminated by either party by giving written notice at least ninety (90) days prior to the effective date of such termination.

The parties to the Agreement hereby agree to any and all provisions as stipulated above.
