Objective: 

To demonstrate the ability of Red Cross Chapters in New York State to simultaneously                          open shelters, to prepare the appropriate reports utilizing NSS and to work with partners, volunteers, government agencies as the individual chapter deem suitable.

Assumptions/Expectations:
· Each of the six regions within NYS will participate
· Each of the 31 chapters will open at least one shelter

· Shelters used will utilize the ARC FNSS guidance
· Each Region will appoint a lead person to coordinate activities
· Each Chapter/Region may approach and participate at different levels

· NYS Disaster Consortium and SDRL will be kept up to date on all activities

· The Exercise Controller (Task Force) will utilize the State Response Plan and engage the State Coordinating Chapter

· Day of event there will be a conference call including all participating parties

· Each Region will prepare and submit a situation report at the end of the exercise

· The Task Force will prepare an after-action and submit to the Disaster Consortium for follow up actions
